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New York State's Child Restraint Law - Child Passenger Restraints Are Not An Option, They Are The Law!

All children must be restrained in an appropriate child restraint system while riding in a motor vehicle, until they reach their 8th birthday.
An appropriate child restraint system is one that meets the child's size and weight recommended by the manufacturer.
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*Recommended age ranges for each seat type vary to account for differences in child development, growth and height/weight limits of child passenger
seats and booster seats. Use the child passenger seat or booster seat owner's manual to check installation and the seat height/weight limits, and proper
seat use. If the child is eight years old and is under 4'9" tall or weighs less than 100 Ibs, it is recommended that you continue to use a child restraint system.

The safety belt in your
vehicle is not designed for
children. Best practices
indicate that children are
safer if use a booster seat
until the seat belt fits

Seat Belts Fit Properly
when:

1. The shoulder belt lies
snug across the shoulder
and chest and not across the
neck or face.

3. Children should be tall
enough to comfortably bend
their knees over the edge of
the backseat with their back
against the vehicle seat.

It is highly recommended that all
children age 12 and under ride
properly restrained in the back
seat. .

Every occupant, regardless of age or seating position must be restrained by a safety restraint. Each passenger under age 16 must wear a seat belt or
use an appropriate child safety restraint system. The driver must make sure that each passenger under age 16 obeys the law. The driver can be fined
